With Fall in the air, the
Steilacoom Historical School
District is beginning another
great year of education. For
all of us who drive, we must
adjust to school children
traveling to schools and
watch our driving speeds.
The safe schools street lights
will be active reminding
drivers that children are
present. Be mindful that the
yellow buses will frequently
stop. Please be patient!

Town staff will reduce 1n
numbers with the end of the
Summer hire season. An
extensive amount of general
maintenance has been
successfully completed with
their help. A small part of
the work plan is the
continuous care for the
hanging baskets downtown.
A special thanks to the
Steilacoom Garden Club for
sponsoring the beautiful
baskets.

Staff is continuing the
planning for road work on
Lexington and Rigney roads.
Part of this work includes
applying for additional
Federal and State funding.

The process is highly
competitive; however, we
are cautiously optimistic.
Also plans and cost estimates
have been obtained for future
overlays on Lafayette St. At
the end of this prime
building season, I can assure
you that the Town has
continued to
improve/upgrade the utility
and road systems to deliver
the level of service expected
by residents.

A railroad fatality occurred
at the Union Avenue/Ferry
dock crossing this past
month. While still under
investigation, I remind all
that caution and care should
be taken when crossing the
tracks and follow the
warnings to stop when the
crossing arms are down; the
flashing lights and the bells
are activated; and the horn
whistle is blowing. And as
always, please stay off the
railroad tracks!!

The fishing season has
opened making the
Chambers Bay area very
active. Tribal fishing is
conducted from boats with
large nets per the law. Sport
fishing is allowed but please
make sure you have a current
license. Parking has been
allowed in the mill site
lot...but drive carefully in
the area as fishermen move
to and from cars or those
buying fresh fish from the
tribe cross the street. The
Town values our positive

relationship with the
Puyallup Tribe and has
worked hard to improve the
fishing experience: Portable
toilets, trash bins, tribal
police presence, and
oversight by the state Fish
and Wildlife Department are
a few examples of this
cooperation.

Council and 1 attended a
joint study session with
Lakewood and Dupont
Councils on the Pierce
County proposal for a Flood
Control District. State law
sets a method and manner
for the County Council to
establish this district.
Cities/Towns issues in the
past have centered on cost
distribution and governance.
I will write next month on
the new information from the
meeting....no public vote is
required to establish the
flood district or the cost per
household...... stay tuned!

Being Street Smart in Steilacoom:
Sidewalk Safety

In Steilacoom, sidewalks are used by a diverse pedestrian population that ranges from young to
old, and from physically fit to physically challenged. These pathways connect our homes,
neighborhoods, parks, schools, churches, and businesses. Safe sidewalks promote neighborhood
interaction, improve property values, and most importantly, promote safety.

Many of our children walk or ride bicycles to school. All drivers need to be aware of the school-
zone speed limits and the increased presence of children on the sidewalks and streets. The
school-zone speed limit is 20 miles per hour and is enforced.

Parents should remind their children that vehicles may fail to yield. If your children walk to
school, help them have a safe trip by doing the following:

e Plan a safe walking route to school and/or follow the School District designated route.
e Walk that route with your children and point out areas where they should be especially
careful.

e Advise the School District of unsafe walking and crossing areas for children.

Motorists are required to yield to pedestrians who are in or are preparing to enter a crosswalk.
However, right-of-way laws do not GIVE anyone the right-of-way. They only indicate WHO
MUST YIELD the right-of-way. As a rule, right-of-way is something you GIVE, not something
you TAKE.

Marked crosswalks or intersections with good visibility are the safest location to cross a street.
Crossing mid-block or from between parked cars, especially for children, is very hazardous.
Pedestrians should ensure eye contact with motorists before entering intersections. Motorists
must remember that children, animals, and some adults are unpredictable. Watch at all times for
persons and creatures that may dart into the street without looking for traffic.

Pedestrians and motorists should develop good seeing and scanning habits, looking at least a
block ahead, and to the right and left at intersections for approaching danger from side streets.
Look AND listen. Wearing headphones while walking or jogging reduces protective hearing and
can have disastrous consequences. Be visible during daylight hours with bright clothing. Wear
white and reflective clothing and carry flashlights when it is dark or visibility is limited by fog or
rain.

PARKING IS ILLEGAL ON SIDEWALKS AND BIKE LANES AND WHERE POSTED.
Blocking pathways with vehicles or other large objects such as construction materials or large
bins endangers pedestrians and bikers who must detour onto and potentially inzo the path of
motor vehicles. Parking on sidewalks is especially hazardous on routes leading to and from
schools.

Promote pedestrian safety by reporting to the Town sidewalk surfaces in poor repair (e.g. large
cracks, uneven or broken concrete, and slabs uplifted by tree roots), sidewalk obstructions, and
overgrowth that interferes with safe walking. Help keep Steilacoom sidewalk safe and street
smart.

The Town successfully
competed for energy
enhancement grants this past
year.

We will pay cash for
the work and mobilization
will probably begin at the
end of May or early June.

Both
slides were on Commercial
St. near Pioneer Orchard
Park. The causes were
saturated soil, the water
release from underground
springs, and the weight of
trees. Engineers inspected
both sites and recommended
crushed rock be applied to
secure the hillside to the
west slide and do nothing
now to the east slide. | have
been told this past month
was the second wettest in the
last forty years...... you
probably guessed it
yourselves!

RESPONSIBLE PET
OWNERSHIP

Responsible pet ownership
begins with you. Please do
your part — pick up after your
pet. It is estimated that there
are over 62 million dogs
living in the United States,
producing up to 17,000 tons
of pet waste per day. It is up
to pet owners to help control
and remove this waste. The
Town currently has doggie-
bag stations spread out in the
Town’s parks and trail
system. Providing these
doggie-bag stations is one
practical means that the
Town uses to help pet
owners assume their
responsibility for controlling
dog waste and pollution. We
would like to remind pet
owners to use them, and to
only use what you need.
Here’s why:

* Because it’s the
responsible thing to do;

* Because it’s the law;
owners must pick up after
their pets;

* Because dog waste has
been identified in the region
as a potential contributor to
degradation of water quality;
* Because unpicked dog
waste can potentially
transmit disease to children
and other pets, and is simply
not pleasant.

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How to Prevent Water Pollution During Spring Chores

As the weather becomes nicer, Town residents start thinking about spring “to do” lists. Some of the projects,
such as car washing, fertilizing the lawn, and driveway cleaning can pollute our local waterways and harm fish.

Steilacoom’s stormwater drainage systems are designed to capture rain from roads and other hard surfaces and
channel it to natural waterways such as lakes, streams, rivers and Puget Sound.

This runoff picks up pollutants, such as auto oil, fertilizer, and car wash soap, and goes directly into our local \
waterways, in many cases without treatment.

You can help prevent water pollution by following these simple actions:

» Wash your car at a commercial car wash or on a grassy area. Commercial car washes send the wash watertoa |
treatment plant so it doesn’t end up in local waterways. Do not wash your car on driveways or in the street. s

* Having a fundraising car wash? Borrow a free “Fish-Friendly Car Wash Kit” from Pierce County Public
Works and Utilities at 253-798-2725. Car wash soap and dirty wash water harms fish.

« Minimize the use of lawn chemicals. Sweep fertilizers off sidewalks and driveways so it doesn’t get into storm
drains.

* Sweep your driveway, sidewalk, and patios and put the debris in your trash. Hosing it down with water sends
debris and pollutants into our local waterways. \

» Pick up pet waste, bag it and place it in the trash. Pet waste contains bacteria, viruses, and parasites that harm
people and fish. ‘

 Encourage rain to soak into the ground by redirecting roof downspouts to drain rain into a rain barrel or rain \
garden.

» Attend a free workshop on maintaining stormwater systems for homeowner associations. Call 253-798-2485
for dates and locations.

From the Mayor's Desk

The Planning Commission
worked with Town residents
over the last two years to
update the Town’s Mission
and Vision statements. On
February 1Ist, 2011, Council
adopted the revised
statements which read:

Vision Statement
Steilacoom: A peaceful
town on the Sound with a
rich historical past and a
secure future.

Mission Statement
Town of Steilacoom:
Preserve our historic
heritage and manage
economic and residential
growth through intelligent
planning. Provide superior
services and continue to
encourage citizen
participation and
environmental stewardship

My thanks to the Planning
Commission and the many
residents who participated.

In October, 2009, the
Steilacoom Marina was
destroyed in a fire. Since
then, the Town has worked

with the owner, the
Department of Fish and
Wildlife, and the Department
of Natural Resources in an
attempt to facilitate the
clean-up and redevelopment
of the property. Although
many positive steps have
been made in obtaining the
appropriate studies and
permits, the owner has not
moved forward yet to
perform the actual clean-up.
Due to this, on February 16,
2011, the Town formally
notified the owner she has 90
days to perform the clean-up
or the Town would consider
legally declaring the marina
a public nuisance and
moving forward in an
abatement proceeding. At
this time, we are still hopeful
that the owner will complete
the clean-up; however, we
stand ready to take the
required actions. Stay tuned.

On March 15, 2011, the
Town Council adopted
revisions to the Town’s
Urban Forestry Management
Ordinance.

Significant changes include
1) reducing the threshold
from 2.5 to 1 acre for
applicability to new
development, 2)
strengthening and clarifying
the administrative
procedures to be followed
for requesting work to be
performed on Town-owned
properties, and 3) adding a
financial penalty if work is

illegally performed on
Town-owned property.

A great deal of time and
effort by residents, staff, and
Council went into this update
and I commend all for their
accomplishments.

UNACCEPTABLE ITEMS

A new addition to the
“recycling process” for
residents is a glass recycling
station located in the Town
parking lot near the train
station off Union
Avenue/Commercial St. The
coordination with LeMay
Inc. resulted in the
placement of a large glass
recycle container for all
colors of glass. The
container is in this location
on a trial basis to gauge the
interest and volume of usage.
Please consider recycling
glass versus placing it in
your normal trash container.
Next to the glass station is a
Steilacoom Kiwanis
aluminum recycle container
that benefits the Pioneer
Middle School camp
program. Please take
advantage of this recycling
opportunity as well as
helping our kids.

The Town Council will soon
receive the final plans with
full scope of work and bid
documents for the 2011
utility/road project on
Starling Street. The scope of
work is for utility, road and
sidewalk improvements on

Starling St. from Main St. to
Union Ave. This approved
project in the 2011 Capital
Project plan will allow for
the consolidation of several
utility projects and road re-
surface into one total project
gaining scale and anticipated
cost savings. The Town has
the cash in utility and street
reserves to complete the
work. Unfortunately,
Starling Street is not a street
eligible for any outside
funding even if it were
available.

The project will likely begin
in late May or early June and
be completed by the Fall. All
home owners on Starling that
are affected will be invited
to “Open Houses” to
explain the project and then
our staff will coordinate
personally with each owner.
We followed the same
procedure with the
utility/road work on
Commercial St., Rainier St.,
and Old Military Road in
recent years. | expect
Starling St. residents will
have disruptions as with
other major road work for up
to seven months but our goal
will be to keep them
informed and minimize the
effect on their homes and
families. The final result for
the Town will be improved
reliability in several utilities,
more sidewalks, improved
storm water capture, and a
better road surface.

The winter months are very
hard on local restaurant
businesses. All the owners
are great people and love
doing/having businesses in
Town. Please consider
visiting local business for
coffee, meals, and
entertainment for you and
your guests.

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HOUSEHOLD POLLUTION
PREVENTION
Household stormwater
pollution happens when
contaminants from our homes
and cars go down the storm
drain. This can happen through
illegal dumping into storm
drains, or more commonly,
when rainwater washes
pollutants and other
debris from our vards and
driveways to the storm drain
and into our streams, lakes, and
wetlands. Common sources
of household pollution are
motor oil and antifreeze left on
driveways, soapy water from
car washing, fertilizers and
pesticides in lawns and pet
waste left in yards.

What Can I Do?
You can protect our water
quality by following these
simple, but effective steps.

Around the House properly
dispose of household
chemicals. Never wash or pour
chemicals, cleaners, or solvents
into the storm drain. It is toxic
to aquatic life and it is also
illegal. Take antifreeze,
solvents, gas, brake fluid, and
other hazardous substances to
an approved location. Two
approved locations include;

Hazardous Waste Facility

Tacoma Hazardous Waste
Facility

There is no fee to dispose of
household hazardous waste at
the Hidden Valley Transfer
Station Hazardous Waste
Facility and Tacoma Landfill

Hazardous Waste Facility, but
you must show proof of Pierce
County residency (driver's
license). Materials accepted at
Hidden Valiley and Tacoma
Landfill; antifreeze, automotive
products, cooking oil,
flammable liquids, fluorescent
light bulbs, glues, household
cleaners, motor oil (used), ni-
cad batteries, oil based paints,
yard chemicals, pet products.

Sweep your driveway.

Sweep up debris instead of
hosing off or pressure washing
your driveway. Not only is the
sediment harmful, but there can
also be residue from vehicles
on the driveway.

Wash your car on a lawn or at a
licensed facility. Car wash
water contains dirt, road grime,
heavy metals, oils and soaps
which are toxic to fish and
aquatic life. Sending soap
runoff down the driveway and
into a storm drain is harmful to
the environment.

Maintain your vehicle.

The liquids from leaky cars are
harmful to aquatic life and are
washed directly into the storm
drain every time it rains. Test to
see if your vehicle is leaking by
placing clean cardboard on the
ground under your engine and
checking it the next day. Repair
all leaks as soon as they are
discovered.

Properly dispose of oil and
other auto waste at an approved
waste facility. Don't pour
liquids down the drain.

Clean up Spills. Use kitty litter,
sawdust, or commercial
absorbent pads to dry up any
spilled liquid, then sweep it up
and place it in the garbage.

Don't wash it into the street or
storm drain.

In the Lawn or Garden

Pick up after your pets. The
rainwater can wash bacteria and
parasites from pet waste into
the storm drain which flows
untreated into our natural
waterways.

Avoid pesticides and herbicides
when possible. Not only is it
better for the health of our lakes
and streams, but it 1s also better
for the health of your family. If
you must use pesticides, use
them sparingly and only where
needed to ensure excess will
not be washed into the storm
drain. Always follow the
directions on the label. Use
organic, time-release fertilizers.
These fertilizers slowly release
nutrients to your lawn, reducing
the amount of pollutants
washed into our waterways.

Dispose of yard waste properly.
Compost yard debris or have it
hauled away. Yard debris can
release excess nutrients which
promotes algae growth in the
waterways. Use a mulching
mower. By using a mulching
lawnmower you can decrease
your use of fertilizers by 25
percent. Around the
neighborhood, pick up litter.
Clean up any trash to reduce
the chance of litter or
contaminants entering the storm
water system.

Report pollution.

It is illegal to dump
chemicals or other materials
in the storm drain. 1f you
notice illegal dumping, call
the Public Works
Department at 581-1912.
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
